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Businesses subject to Alternative Intervention Strategies

Businesses which fall within risk category E will be included under “Alternative Enforcement Strategy” (AES).  It has been determined that for these businesses, a star rating will not be awarded due to the fact that they are generally low risk in terms of food safety, and because a star rating would detract from the value of the scheme for those businesses involved in handling high risk food.  However, by appearing on the website, members of the public can check that a business is registered and see how it fits in within the star rating scheme.

The Food Law Code of Practice identifies that these businesses do not need to be subject to primary (routine) inspections due to the fact that they are “low risk”.  However, we have to maintain surveillance of such businesses to identify whether the nature of the business has changed and should be subject to inspection.

We continue to visit these businesses, and maintain contact through, for example questionnaires.
